(France/Switzerland/Germany/Netherlands/Belgium/England)

DAY 01 KUALA LUMPUR / PARIS
Assemble at International Airport, take a flight to Paris.
DAY 02 PARIS / RIVER SEINE CRUISE (L/D)

On arrival, start your half-day city tour in Paris which, includes sights on both banks of the Seine : Arc de Triomphe, a
monument to the victories of the Emperor Napoleon, Champs Elyees, an elegant avenue stretching from a royal
palace to the far horizon, the dazzling Paris Opera, Paris’s greatest treasure, the Gothic cathedral of Notre Dame,
Place de la Concorde and also a panoramic view of Paris by taking the elevator to the second level of the Eiffel Tower.
Then, enjoy yourself cruising along the River Seine for the historical sites and various landmarks. For the rest of the
day you can explore the world’s leading capital for chic and style at your own pace.

DAY 03 PARIS / BEAUNE / INTERLAKEN (B/L/D)
Today, we head into Lucerne via Beaune, the medieval wine-making town. Throughout the journey, we'll pass by
Belfort and the remains of the Maginot Line. Then pass the onion-domed churches of Montbeliard and through the
Burgundy vineyards to visit charming Beaune. Make a stop to visit the winery and sample the prestigious wines.

DAY 04 INTERLAKEN / JUNGFRAU / LUCERNE (B/L/D)

An unforgettable Alpine tour to the majestic world of the Jungfraujoch — top of Europe at 3454m above sea level.
In Lauterbrunnen we board the cogwheel train for the most interesting mountain train trip via Kleine
Scheidegg at the foot of the famous Eiger North Face to Jungfraujoch — Europe’s highest railway station. Today’s
highlights include the beautiful Ice Palace, the Sphinx Observation Hall overlooking the Aletsch Glacier
(Switzerland’s largest glacier) and the snow-capped peaks of the neighbouring countries. After that travel to
Lucerne, our city orientation includes a visit to the Lion Monument, a masterful stone sculpture. Stroll across
the famous Chapel Bridge.

DAY 05 LUCERNE / RHINEFALLS / BLACK FOREST / HEIDELBERG (B/L/D)
Another day of excitement. En route to the famous Rhinefalls, be thrilled by the spectacular view of million
gallons of water cascading down the fall. We then continue our journey along the countryside of Black Forest
into the town of Titisee which is famous for Cuckoo clocks. In the late afternoon arrive at the student prince
town of Heidelberg. After dinner, transfer to the hotel.

DAY 06 HEIDEIBERG / COLOGNE / AMSTERDAM (B/L/D)
Travel from the German Autobahn into Amsterdam. Stopover in Cologne to view the 13t Century Gothic
Cathedral. On arrival, we begin our tour with embark on a glass-roofed boat for a cruise along the canal in
Amsterdam and visit a major Diamond Center to appreciate how a rough mineral is transformed into a
sparkling jewel. Then stroll along Amsterdam’s renowned red-light district situated near Dam Square.

DAY 07 AMSTERDAM / ZAANSE SCHANS / VOLENDAM / BRUSSELS (B/L/D)
Today, we begin our tour to Zaanse Schans. The Zaanse Schans is a delightful village on the banks of the river
Zaan with characteristic green wooden houses, charming stylized gardens, small hump-backed bridges,
tradesmen’s workshops, historic windmills and engaging little shops. In the afternoon, we continue our tour to
Volendam, a typical Dutch village with its wooden houses and locals wearing their colourful style of dress and
you’ll see and learn how the famous Dutch wooden clog shoes are made as well as cheese making factory. Later,
bid goodbye to Amsterdam and a short drive will bring us to another country — Belgium. We make a brief stop
at the Atomium, a structure of an atom magnified 165 billion times its actual size. Go through the Grand Place
surrounded by gold-gilded gables and say “hello” to the child hero-Manneken Pis.

DAY 08BRUSSELS /7 LONDON (EUROSTAR) (B/L/D)
After breakfast, we will board the prestigious Eurostar passing under the English Channel on a twin track tunnel
which is 7.6m in diameter, 49.94km in length which cost nine billions to construct. Upon arrival, transfer for London
sightseeing includes all the famous landmarks: Buckingham Palace, Big Ben beside the River Thames, Tower Bridge,
the Houses of Parliament.

DAY 09 LONDON / KUALA LUMPUR (B)
After breakfast, free at leisure until transfer to the airport for your flight back home.
DAY 10 ARRIVE KUALA LUMPUR
