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**8D7TN CHENGDU+LESHAN+MT EMEI+HUANGLONG+JIUZHAIGOU**

DAY 01 KUALA LUMPUR/CHENGDU

Assemble at LCCT for a flight to Chengdu, referred to as since ancient times known as the" Land of Abundance |s the capital of
Sichuan Province of China. Chengdu is located in central Sichuan province, is located in the Chengdu Plain of Sichuan Basin, the
western hinterland of central and western China is an important central city in southwest China, logistics, commerce, science and
technology, and financial center and transport, communications hub, also southwest of the center of culture, education, and is one of
the national urban and rural comprehensive reform pilot area.

DAY 02 CHENGDU/LESHAN/MT EMEI (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit HuanglongXi Ancient City, located in the Chengdu Plain in southern is based on tourism as the leading, agro-based
tourism town, business services sector, supplemented by the tourist landscape of small towns. Next continue visit LeShan. Visit Leshan
Giant Buddha, is located to the east of Leshan City. It has been the largest stone carved sitting Buddhist statue in the world so far.

Next, visit Baoguo monastery; This monastery was built in the 16th century,
enlarged in the 17th century, and rebuilt in recent years. To the left of the gate is a rockery for potted miniature trees and rare plants.

DAY 03 MT EMEI/CHENGDU (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit Mt.Emei Golden Summit (include cable car). Known in Chinese as Puxian 16th and 17th century sources allude to
the practice of martial arts in the monasteries of Mount Emei made the earliest extant reference to the Shaolin Monastery as Chinese
boxing's place of origin. Stroll along Jingli Ancient Street -This is an ancient street with Han and Ming, Qing Dynasties buildings along
the road side, have tea house, hotel, restaurant, bar, stage, arts and crafts, various snacks etc. Shopping and leisure entertainment all in,
let you totally will enjoy with it. Tonight enjoy the Mask changing show.

DAY 04 CHENGDU/MAOXIAN (B/L/D)

This morning, visit the Sichuan Mesuam, founded in March 1941, 1952, by the western Sichuan Museum changed its name to the
Sichuan Museum. Collection and presentation of the important place of the Sichuan Provincial Cultural Relics . 300,000 of the existing
collection of cultural relics, the most unique features is the Prachuab bronze , Chang paintings, Sichuan Han Dynasty brick and pottery,
etc. Next proceed to visit Water mill Ancient City, is located in the Shou River River, Minjiang River tributaries in southern Sichuan
Province, to enjoy the reputation of the " longevity " as early as the Shang Dynasty , said elderly village, later renamed as the water
mill to the present.

DAY 05 MAOXIAN/HUANGLONG/JIUZHAIGOU (B/L/D)

Next visit
Huanglong Scenic Spot, visit the most spectacular Colored Terrace-Ponds, the Flowing Pools of the Waterfall. It is well known for its
colorful waters, lakes, hot springs, snow-capped mountains, valleys and forest. (In case of bad weather conditions, Huanglong will be
replaced by Jinsha Museum or Monigou Scenic Spot).

DAY 06 JIUZHAIGOU (B/L/D)

Get ready to an experience a lifetime by exploring the fairyland of Jiuzhaigou National Park (Includes Public Bus) is commenced.
Jiuzhaigou (literally "Nine Village Valley") took its name from the nine Tibetan villages along its called as a “wonderland", which lo-
cated at upper reaches of BaiShui River to the south of Jiuzhaigou town and it derives its name from nine Tibetan ham-lets scattered in
the gully characterized by high mountains, deep lakes and a carbonate barer landforms. It was awarded as World Natural Heritage by
UNESCO since 1992 which famed the world with it's major attraction areas in-clude Long lake, Sword Crag, Nuorilong and Shuzeng
Waterfall. Tonight enjoy the Jiuzhaigou show

DAY 07 JIUZHAIGOU/CHENGDU (B/L/D)

After breakfast, transfer to airport for the domestic flight back to Chengdu. Upon arrival, visit Panda Breeding Research centre (include
storage battery car) ; a simulation of panda’s natural living environment, it is an important base for attempts to protect panda and
visit Du Fu Thatched Cottage; a museum and memorial for Du Fu (712-770 AD), often called China’s greatest poet, surrounded by a
large and beautiful garden. Du Fu spent five years in Chengdu, the peak of his creativity, living in a thatched hut on this site. Next free
shopping at Chunxi Walking Street.

DAY 08 CHENGDU/KUALA LUMPUR (B/L)

This morning, visit The Width of the Alley is one of Chengdu, the three major historical and cultural protected areas, by the wide alley,
the alley and roadway sub-three parallel arrangement of the old city street and the courtyard between the community, in the 1980s in
Chengdu historical and cultural city protection plan.
