DAY 01 KUALA LUMPUR»XIAMEN

Assemble at KLIA International Airport for a pleasant flight to Xiamen. Located at the southeast coast of China,
Xiamen is a tourist city of Fujian Province famous for its attractive seascape. Upon arrival, visit Huangdaozhou
Memorial and Huandao Road and Overlook Kinmen Islands, the most beautiful seaside road in Xiamen and where
you can take far view at Kimen. After distance view the Exhibition Center — the NO.2 big exhibition center in Asia
and NO.3 in the world, which is a emblematical building in Xiamen.

Visit Clay Tower Folk Village, Zhencheng Clay
Tower, Enriched Clay Tower, Kuiju Clay Tower and Rusheng Clay Tower, Yongding Hakka Earth, one of ancient
Chinese architectural won-ders, is listed in the world's residential construction with its unique characteristics.
Continue by coach to Zhangzhou. Upon arrival, visit Weizhen Pavillion, dates form Ming Dynasty, owns the best
“Fengshui”. Tonight free for shopping at Night Market.

DAY 03 ZHANGZHOU & CHAOZHOU (B/L/D)

After breakfast, a glimpse of The China Female Volleyball Training Camp, Baihua Village Street. After that, travel by
coach to Chaozhou, is located in the north of the delta of the Hanjiang River, which flows through the city. It was
originally named Chaozhou - literally "Tide Prefecture" - in the Sui Dynasty. Upon arrival, visit Hanwen Ancestral
Temple, Kaiyuan Temple, Chaozhou Guangji Men City Tower and overview Xiangzi Bridge.

DAY 04 CHAOZHOU & CHENGHAI & SHANTOU (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit North Court Buddha Light. Next you will enjoy a Trishaw Ride through the Chaozhou Memorial
Arch Street and Jia Di Street After visit the Chen Cihong’s Former Residence , named “the royal palace” and “the
NO.1 Overseas Chinese Building in South of Guangdong”, which is a very big and beautiful building. Where you can
learn more about Chaoshan’s culture. After proceed to Shantou by coach. Upon arrival, visit People’s Square, the city
plaza of Shantou, where you can feel the beauty of the first Special Economic Zone of China and visit the Rock
Canner Park.

DAY 05 SHANTOU (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit the Mazu Temple, is one of the earliest and a emblematical building in Shantou, also the place
that overseas Chinese pursue their roots and visit Sun Yat-sen’s Memory park. Next visit the Longquan Rock Temple
(Dragon Spring Rock Temple), is a famous temple in Shantou, where you can get a bird's-eye view of Shantou and
Haibin Corridor. After free shopping at Overseas Chinese Business Street.

DAY 06 SHANTOU & DONGSHAN & XIAMEN (B/L/D)
After breakfast, proceed to Dongshan by coach, visit Mt.Copper Ancient City, Guandi Temple and Pneumatic Rock
Scenic, is one of the famous scenic spots in Fujian Province. Continue proceed to Xiamen by coach.

DAY 07 XIAMEN (B/L/D)

This morning, visit a private garden Suzhuang Garden, Piano Musuem, Gulang Island and Head Dragon Business
Street- it is honored as “The Music Island” quite a lively, relaxed and clean place. Next, visit South Putuo Temple, it
was first built during the Tang Dynasty and was destroyed in the warfare during the Ming Dynasty. During the reign
of Qing Emperor Kangxi, it was rebuilt into a Buddhist Temple.

After breakfast, visit Huihe Stone Carving Park and enjoy the Ladies of Hui’an Dance Performance. After lunch, you
will be transferred to airport for your return flight to Kuala Lumpur.
