DAYS 01 KUALA LUMPUR
Assemble at KLIA Airport for your flight to Cheju.
DAYS 02 KUALA LUMPUR / SHANGHAI / CHEJU (D)

Work, u-Home etc.) through large multi-touch displays, sensor networks and robotics. The market in Dongdaemun Market is
bustling with shoppers day and night. Then go continued to Insadong Street is a cool little street where you can find other things
other than fake hard rock t-shirts, vcds, etc and you'll find interesting antique shops, calligraphy shops, quaint tea houses and lots
and lots of art galleries.
